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Choir     

In a warm and nurturing environment, Campanella choristers are introduced to various tension-free 
vocal techniques which help them develop control of their young voices. Our singers learn to read mu-
sic and to appreciate a variety of musical styles from different cultures and genres. Finally, by singing 
together with their peers, Campanella choristers take part in true music-making - a process of creative 
cooperation. 
Our choral program is structured upon several levels, culminating in the Concert Choir. Each level is 

tailored to a specific age group and skill level. The levels are the following:  

Beginners  (3 - 5 years old) 

 Singers will work on developing ability to sing in tune (matching pitch)  

 Singers will work on developing articulation  

 Singers will be introduced to the rhythmic activities with percussion instruments  

Prelude Choir (5-9 years old, some singing experience preferred) 

 Singers will develop singing in unison and in two parts  

 Singers continue working on correct articulation  

 Singers work on breathing techniques  

 Singers are introduced to the basics of artistic skills  

Concert Choir (8-16 years old, singing experience and high skill level required) 

This choir provides a program of sequentially developed skills which cultivate excellence in musician-

ship, character and leadership. 

 Vocal development with emphasis on improving tone quality, breath support, vowel production 

and blend  

 Sight singing  

 Two, three , four parts songs  

 Foreign Language repertoire  

Campanella’s  Chamber Choir is comprised of people from diverse backgrounds, all of whom are 

united by a love of great music. From artists to computer programmers, CEO’s to homemakers, the 

members of this Choir are dedicated to sharing performances of art music that provide an opportunity 

for enrichment of the human spirit.

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Theory of Music and Music Appreciation 
 
This class will be added to our Theory of Music        

material.  During this course, children 6-8 years old 

will learn the basics of music through exposure to  

history of composers and compositions. The course 

will allow children to develop an understanding of the 

structure of music and, using this knowledge, children 

will     determine the factors, which allow   music to be     

portrayed and communicated in a way to show     

emotion. Concepts will include beat, time, tempo, 

timber, melody, and intonation. Children will also be 

able to experience different pieces of music by famous 

composers, which will allow them to further develop 

their sense of understanding. 

Children 9-12 years old will study and compare concepts of musical imagery through dynam-

ics, melodic ornamentation, rhythm, musical period and phrasing, and texture. Children will 

continue to study forms such as sonatas, rondo, variations, etc. Children will also be exposed 

to different pieces of music, which will allow them to use a “hands-on” approach and experi-

ence what is being presented in class.

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Visual Music 

Painting and music are natural companions. This experi-

mental class will encourage children to express their feel-

ings for the music on paper. Children will be imagining the 

sounds of the music as colors and shapes, and paint them 

in a way they hear them. ’Musical Pictures’ will be created 

by visualizing musical beats, tempo, melody and intona-

tions.

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Art (Drawing and Painting)   

In this class, children will be learning basics of drawing 

and painting. The program is based on the classical style 

of instruction where students will study relationship  of 

the colors, learn about composition and proportion,  and  

perspective.  Children will be encouraged to use their 

imagination in various drawing techniques and styles. 

The program will include projects such as still-life, animal 

and human shapes, landscapes, portraiture, clay sculp-

ture, architectural forms. Classes will use various media 

such as  watercolors, acrylics, pastel, gauche, pencils, and 

markers. Exposure to major ideas of Art History is also 

part of our Art program.

Sculpture and Design   
 

In this class, children will be learning about Sculpture 

and Design through hands-on activities. Projects will 

include creating sculptural works using clay, building      

3-Dimensional architectural structures from construc-

tion paper, and making 2-Dimensional pictures out of 

paper mache. Children will experiment with mosaics 

using dried beans, seeds, and beads. Fabrics and sea-

sonal natural materials will be used to make collages. 

While doing projects, students will be exposed to    

history of the famous sculptures, architectural build-

ings, and design.

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History of Fashion and Art of Jewelry 

This class is for girls ages 8 and up. Young fashionists will 

explore development of fashion over the centuries.

Girls will also be introduced to the Art of Jewelry, and 

will observe how jewelry design collaborates with    

fashion. 

To support introduced material, children will do a wide 

variety of extensive and detailed projects.  It could be a 

necklaces for Queen Nefertiti, or Renaissance earrings, 

or Victorian brooches, or Art Deco from present days.
